Moore, seconded by Mr. T. O’Sullivan, a hearty  vote of thanks  was passed to the President ,Capt. T.A. Clarke. The Committee then decided to visit the Grounds on Thursday, 4th December to inspect  the various  works carried  out there during  the past few months, and  to decide what steps  should be taken, if any, with regard to the erection  of a building for housing the departments exhibit ,so as to give more covered space for light exhibits.
