The following letter was read from the Sunbeam Knitwear ,Ltd.  In connection with the Late Show :- ‘’Dear  Sir, Re Cork Show. When  we were unfortunately unable  to get in, owing to lack of a pass, to dress our  stall for the Cork  Show,  and when we had  come to the conclusion that it would be better that not to show at all, a Member of your staff told writer, that owing to Conditions, Rules & Regulations governing the Show ,we  were not entitled  to remove anything from our stall. Writer has now carefully  read through the Rules & regulations .There is nothing good ,bad or indifferent in these regulations as regards removing goods. Also, there is no rules stating that it is  necessary to have  permit to get in .Rule 1 merely states that Motor  Cars will not be admitted after 9am  each day  of the Show. The action on the part of you , and the official  of the Show, could not possibly  benefit 
you in any way .We are advised that we have grounds for Action against you as undoubtedly you action tended  to do us  a lot of injury in forcing  us to keep our name up and have a stall which was not dressed. Before proceeding further with the matter, we are giving you an opportunity of explaining why this section was taken.  On the face of it, it appears to have been purely spiteful. We should not like to think that an Association, with a name such as yours ,would possibly   do anything  which, while not benefitting  yourselves, might injure  a local industry..An early reply will oblige .Yours faithfully,
                                                               Sunbeam  Knitwear ,Ltd.(sd) Wm.

The Secretary was directed to reply to Messrs.  Sunbeam ,Ltd.  That  it was their own  staff who removed the goods from the stand; the Committee did not compel them  to remove the goods, and to further  point out to them that they did not observe the Rules, as laid down by the Society.
